A framework organized around four Ps:

PURPOSE — How to identify stories with built-in
narrative tension, cultural significance, and a
defensible reason to write.
PRECISION — FOIA requests, court records,
multi-source corroboration, call recording,
consent laws, and documentation habits that
double as legal protection.
POWER — Scene reconstruction, dialogue
conventions, pacing, cliffhangers, and
portraying real people with dignity and nuance.
PROTECTION — E&O insurance, LLC formation,
release forms, literary attorney review,
defamation and fair use basics, and pen name
strategy.
